Using Duct Tape To Make The Shroud

Q Lay the fan face up on your desk.

Tape around the front of the fan, creating a
border. Measure 2.5” from the outer edge of
the unit on each side. Multiple strips of tape
will be needed.

e Tape the corners of the front of the
fan. Measure 5.3” from the outer

edge.

Add more duct tape as needed
to close all gaps around the
edges and corners.

e Personalize your air cleaner with
stickers and decorative tape to make

it uniquely yours.

What Is A Shroud?

The shroud stops air from being

recaptured into the fan from the

corners, which would reduce its
effectiveness.
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
